Under 18 Management Program

Deakin College’s Under-18 Management
Program makes sure you have all the
support you need until you turn 18.

As part of the program, you will live in a
supported accommodation environment
and be assigned a Guardian, who is
responsible for your care and wellbeing.

Your accommodation options

As an international student under 18 years
of age, you must either:

¢ reside in Australia with a parent, or a
person who has custody of you, or a
relative aged at least 21, nominated by
either your parent or the person having
custody of you, or;

* go into care arrangements — for your
accommodation, support and general
welfare —i.e. homestay approved by
Deakin College.

Guardianship

If you're living with your relative, they will

be appointed your legal guardian. If you're
living in a homestay, you will be appointed a
guardian from Deakin College or an external
guardianship service. We will provide you
with a CAAW letter confirming these details,
which you will need for your visa application.

Your Guardian will be your main point of
contact until you turn 18. They will be in
regular contact with both you and your
parents. If you need any help or just want
someone to talk to, your Guardian is the
best person to go to.

Course structure

Each diploma consists of eight academic units, which you
must complete and pass to receive the diploma. Most units
have four hours of class per week. Assessment for all units is
continuous and includes tests, assignments and case study
analysis. Most units have a final two hour examination.

Course accreditation

The diploma courses are accredited by the Tertiary
Education Quality and Standards Agency (TEQSA).

Diploma to degree transfer criteria

When you successfully complete a diploma, you will be
eligible for entry into a Commonwealth Supported Place
(CSP) in the second year of the relevant Deakin University
undergraduate degree, provided you have met the
following criteria:

* completed and passed eight Deakin College Diploma units”
¢ achieve the required Weighted Average Mark (WAM).

Deakin College students who complete their course within
the normal time frame for completion (based on full-time
enrolment) are considered for entry to Deakin University
based on the conditions that applied at the time they
commenced their course.

Information sessions on transferring to Deakin University
are held at Deakin College each trimester.
